EMS Safety: Taking Safety to the Streets PC4
Glenn Luedtke, NREMT/P 8 AM to 4 PM
Cost: $30.00 for Non-Volunteer 
NJ EMTs

EMS is a dangerous job. Safety
issues can occur while lifting a
patient, driving the ambulance/rescue
truck, providing treatment on the
roadside or in the back of the ambu-
lance, dealing with agitated patients
or bystanders or even EMS practitioners trying to properly
care for themselves while experiencing on-the-job stress

and disruptive schedules. As a workforce that suffers
from high injury and disability rates, EMS practitioners
experience a continuous and real challenge: keeping
themselves, their colleagues, patients and bystanders
safe.

To help promote a culture of EMS safety and to help
reduce the number and intensity of injuries incurred by
EMS practitioners in carrying out their work, the National
Association of EMTs (NAEMT) has introduced the EMS
Safety course. EMS Safety aims to increase students’
awareness and understanding of EMS safety standards
and practices and develop their ability to effectively
implement them. EMS Safety is the first national and most
comprehensive education program of its kind that
teaches techniques on how to best achieve safety on the
job.

This course offers an overview of current issues sur-
rounding safety in EMS, presents and discusses case
studies, builds risk-assessment and decision-making
skills, and provides an opportunity for participants to
relate their own experiences. Participants will learn to
identify key elements in the safe operation of an ambu-
lance, describe techniques for moving and securing
patients, recognize situations where the EMS practitioner
may be at risk of violence, and how such situations may
be either avoided or addressed. Participants will also
learn the importance of maintaining good personal health,
and the impact EMS service has on their efforts to do so.

This course will also address safety elements in a variety
of operational situations.

Participants who successfully complete the written
exam and are currently an instructor in NAEMT Courses,
PHTLS, PALS, PEPP, EVOV, and Fire Instructor 1 may
become instructors and be able to return to their organi-
zations and teach other members of their departments.
(Other requirements must be met.)

There is an additional cost to participants that is to be
paid to NAEMT in the amount of $37.00 for the course
material and administration fee and a course completion
certificate from NAEMT.

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THURSDAY, OCT. 20th 
MORNING SESSIONS

Basic Disaster Life Support #101
Cooper Trauma Center 8 AM to 5 PM

This session is a review of the all-hazards topics, a
collection of various man-made and natural events which
have the capacity to cause multiple casualties. Some of
the objectives are: defining disaster and mass casualty
incidents, identifying and applying BDLS triage model uti-
lizing M.A.S.S. and ID-me, and identifying the critical need
to establish healthcare preparedness for disasters.

NJ Transit Rail Operations #102
Tim Meade, NJ Transit 8 AM to 12 Noon

This session will feature a basic overview of NJ
Transit’s emergency response procedures. The topics
covered will be safety awareness, railroad response
agencies, NIMS/ICS, those who are in charge, tunnel and
station hazards, and emergency procedures for train
awareness.

Gang Awareness 2011 #103
Kley Peralta 8 AM to 12 Noon

Kley has revised and updated this repeat of a session
from 2010. It is now a four (4) hour session. Join Kley as
he discusses how gangs are a growing problem in our
communities. More and more gang members are becom-
ing violent in recruiting and retaining their membership.
Kley will give a brief history of gang colors, clothing, hand
signs, tattoos and branding as well as an overview of the
Latin Kings, Bloods, Crips, Netas, 5%ers, White Supremacy,
and MS 13 gangs. This course will help the First Respon-
der with the EMS side of life because he/she may face the
possibility of dealing with a gang member at the scene of
an emergency. On the personal side, it will help should a
prospective gang member want to join your organization.
More and more gangs are showing up in all communities.

Your Worst Day Ever: Leading Your Department
Through A Line Of Duty Death #104
Glenn Luedtke, NREMT/P 10:30 AM to 12 Noon

Of all the things that you may have to cope with in
your leadership career, a line of duty death will be the
most difficult. Besides the personal emotional ramifica-
tions of losing a friend and colleague, you will have to be
there for the person’s family and your people while
dealing with the media, making arrangements for a full
honor funeral, helping the family with benefits, and
dozens of other expectations that go with appropriately
recognizing the passing of a fellow provider. This presen-
tation depicts one department’s experience, beginning
with the event itself, describing the planning process,
liaison arrangements with the family and outside agen-
cies, use of the incident command system, funding
issues, and offering comfort for the department’s employ-
ees and the public. We will share resources and protocols
that could help you if you every have to cope with your
worst day ever.

THURSDAY, OCT. 20th 
AFTERNOON SESSIONS

Large Scale Incident Awareness #105
Dennis Boos 1 PM to 5 PM

This program is designed to enhance the EMS
providers’ awareness and skills for the preparation and
management required to safely, effectively, and efficiently
operate at a large scale incident. Topics are divided into
six (6) modules: Recognizing and Preparation for the
Large Scale Incident, Evaluation, S.T.A.R.T. System, NJ
Triage Tags, Incident Tools, and Roles of the EMS Provider.

School Bus Extrication #106
Aaron Heller 1 PM to 5 PM

This course has six (6) modules consisting of the most
up-to-date information regarding EMS and Fire Depart-
ment operations at incidents involving school busses.
Personnel will be introduced to sections on school bus
construction, ICS requirements, emergency medical pro-
cedures, as well as strategies and tactics for performing
both simple and complex school bus extrication opera-
tions.

How To Write An Effective Test Question #107
Robert Dinetz 1 PM to 5 PM

This session has two parts: the first addresses various
types of written questions that can be used in evaluating
EMT students and the pros and cons of each type. The
second part deals with the multiple choice question
process and provides attendees with the information
required to begin writing valid and reliable questions for
use in their individual EMT training programs.

Breakout Session # 1 All sessions 1:30 to 3 PM

EMS Role In Injury Prevention #108
Molly Berkowitz

Strong trauma care starts with strong prevention efforts.
Just as EMS is an important part of the medical team that
can impact patient care, so too is EMS an important part of
the prevention efforts. This session discusses the impact of
injury prevention on the general health of our communities.
Prevention education can be used as a public relations tool
and can help volunteer squads to recruit and retain
members. Special focus is placed on coalition-building
strategies to enhance teamwork and partnership opportu-
nities. Participants will have the opportunity to brainstorm
to recognize prevention priorities in their community as
well as to identify outreach opportunities and potential
community sponsors and partners.

Grants: Finding Money in Your Organization #109
Richard Huff

Private organizations, private & public foundations,
corporations, and even the federal government have grant
programs. EMS organizations need to know how to
maneuver the application process and where to find
money. This session will provide essential tools on finding
and winning grant money.

Multi-Hazard School Planning #110
Liz Murphy

This session will provide attendees with knowledge,
skills, and tools needed to develop and/or revise Effective
Operations Plans for school emergencies as well as learn-
ing how to utilize all the local resources available to you
for planning.

Live Long & Prosper: Tips For A Long Career In EMS
Glenn Luedtke, NREMT/P #111

How many EMS providers do you know who came into
EMS like gangbusters, only to flame out and disappear a
few years later? Staying in EMS for the “long haul” isn’t
easy, whether you’re doing it as a career or in your spare
time. In this session, an EMS provider, educator, and
administrator who has enjoyed a long and rewarding
experience both as a volunteer and career paramedic,
shares his thoughts and those of friends and associates
who have shared similar experiences on how to keep
EMS exciting over the years, just as it was on that very
first ambulance call. Providers at all levels and those who
are responsible for recruitment and retention will enjoy
this look at ways to avoid burnout and rust out on the way
to achieving “veteran” status.

Danger In Our Backyards #112
Richard Huff

Every town has small events ranging from flea markets
to carnivals that pose potential EMS nightmares. This is a
basic program on how to plan EMS coverage for those
everyday small events and what mistakes not to make.
Those events can be used to build interest in your organi-
zation and also become training functions.

What Did I Do On My Summer Vacation? #113

Motorcycle Trauma Management #117
Jeff Goldstein 1 PM to 4 PM

Motorcycle accidents do not equate to the standard
motor vehicle accidents we are trained for. This presenta-
tion explains why most systems are missing the fine
points that can make a difference when treating victims
of motorcycle accidents. Specific areas such as type of
motorcycle involved, protective equipment being worn,
and type of accidents presents entirely different mecha-
nisms of injury than the routine auto MVA. This program
prepares the participants to better evaluate the motorcy-
cle injury patient, develop a more concise index of suspi-
cion and thereby provide more appropriate injury-specific
care. Insight to the "Biker Mentality", scene safety, and
rider/passenger injuries are just some of the topics dis-
cussed.
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
